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Dear Friends, 

 The Christian faith is grounded in the truth of Godôs love, 

grace and power made known to us through Christôs life, death 

and resurrection. Those of us who profess faith in Jesus Christ 

and are baptized Christians go through a fundamental change that 

takes place at the very core of our being. This spiritual 

metamorphosis affects how we live in a dramatic and irreversible 

way. The Apostle Paul spoke of this radical transformation as a 

process of dying to an old identity and being raised to a 

completely new life. In his Epistle to the Christians in Rome, Paul 

wrote: ñDo you not know that all of us who have been baptized 

into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? Therefore we 

have been buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as 

Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so 

we too might walk in newness of lifeò [Rom. 6:3-4]. As a 

baptized Christian, you do not just bumble along the course of 

your life hoping to become a better person; instead you live each 

day with an intentional openness to the power of God who raised 

Jesus from the dead and continues to change you into a new 

creation. 

 For most of us, becoming a new person in Christ is not an 

event that takes place overnight. It is rather a gradual process that 

slowly transforms you from the inside out. In some Christian 

traditions, this lifelong process is called sanctification. As we 

deepen our relationship with God through worship, prayer, 

Scripture and self-giving, we learn to let go of our doubts and 

unbelief and to let the reality of Christôs death and resurrection 

shape our whole life. Rather than succumbing to the ubiquitous 

culture of skepticism and apathy that keeps the world in thrall to 



the power of death, our rising with Christ frees us to be 

messengers of hope, holiness, love and resurrected living. This is 

why the New Testament claims that as baptized Christians, who 

walk in newness of life, we are now a ñnew creation,ò 

ñambassadors for Christò and ministers of Christôs reconciling 

love.  

During the seasons of Lent 

and Easter, we will have 

many opportunities to deepen 

our relationship with God, so 

we may die to our old self and 

rise with Christ to a life that is 

rooted in the hope of the 

resurrection. Every Friday 

night in March, we will meet 

at the parsonage to meditate 

on Godôs word and to pray. 

Every Sunday morning in 

March, we will gather to 

listen to sermons that will 

help us to remember why we 

believe in Christ, why we are 

his disciples and how our 

commitment to Christôs 

message changes our life and 

challenges us to share the 

good news with the world. On 

April 1st , we will come 

together to break bread and to 

let the shadow of the cross 

remind us that Christ suffered 

and died so that we might 

walk in newness of life. On 

April 2nd , all our members are invited to worship at Good News 

Community Church (UCC). Our choir and youth will participate 

in their service and we will meditate on Christôs last seven words 

on the cross. Then, on April 4th, we will celebrate Christôs 

victory over the power of death! Easter Sunday will give us all 

another chance to recommit ourselves to the new life that the 

Risen Christ freely offers to all who believe.

WINDOWS OF CHRIST CHURCH  
 

If you have not noticed, there are 

beautiful stained glass windows 

behind the organ in the choir loft and 

in the former pastorôs office located 

just above the vestibule. As we 

celebrate our 10th anniversary in this 

building, take some time to appreciate 

these windows and to meditate on 

their meaning and symbolism. 
 
The window in the room that once was 

the office of St. Markôs pastors depicts 

one of the most fundamental doctrines 

of the Christian faith: the Holy 

Trinity . Therefore this window is 

appropriately known as the Trinity 

window. 

 

THE HAND OF GOD  ï This allegorical 

picture, which is by far the most widely used 

symbol of God the Father in Christian 

symbology, reminds us of Godôs awesome 

power and providential care. The words of 

the psalmist make us aware of how important 

this symbol has been for the Judeo-Christian 

tradition: ñThe eyes of all look to you, and 

you give them their food in due season. You 

open your hand, satisfying the desire of every living 

thingò [Psalm 145:15-16]. 

 

THE LAMB OF GOD  ï This emblem 

represents Jesus Christ, God the Son, as the 

perfect embodiment of Godôs love for 

humanity. It is also a symbol of the 

redemptive work of the Son. In the Gospel 

according to St. John, as Jesus walked toward 

John the Baptist,  John averred: ñHere is the 

Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the 

world!ò [John 1:29b]. 



THE DESCENDING DOVE ï All four 

gospels describe the Holy Spirit descending 

from heaven like a dove on the occasion of 

Jesusô baptism. Therefore this has become the 

most popular symbol for the Third Person of 

the Trinity.
